Police Chief Honsey introduced Officer Connor Guillemette to the council. Officer Guillemette started with Mapleton Police Department on June 26th. 
Unfinished Business:
A. Quarterly Update from Robert Harris-CEDA: Robert Harris updated the council on what he’s been working on. The school rejected the EDA’s $10,000 offer for the school lot. There have been two private groups that have put in offers. Since Robert has increased to two days a week with Mapleton, he has taken over the admin tasks of the EDA including writing minutes and creating the agendas. Robert had a meeting with the Maple River Chamber of Commerce and Mapleton Area Foundation to work on streamlining community events. He also had a meeting with some of the Curling Club Board members to discuss the possibility of bonding for funds to build a new curling club. The REV business round tables have been successful, 12 businesses have attended. Robert has been working with two parties that are interested in the funeral home building. The last updated Robert shared is that the Daycare task force has been at a standstill, but there is a meeting set up to reconvene with SMIF to see what need to happen for the project to move forward.
New Business
A. Resolution 34-07-23 Squad Car: Police Chief Honsey shared with the council that the 2020 squad is due to be replaced in 2024. In recent years, it has been difficult for vehicle orders to be completed and they are sometimes cancelled. It was recommended by a Ford representative to put our order in immediately when they open orders for 2024 in August 2023.The estimated cost of a new Ford Utility is $47,000 or less. Councilor Braaten moved, and Councilor Malone seconded to approve Resolution 34-07-23 approving the purchase of a squad car. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Braaten, Malone, Vait, Warner and Annis. Nay: none. Motion Carried.

B. Resolution 35-07-23 Subordination: Sharon Shuck is refinancing and needs the city to approve to subordinate her loans. The loan amounts are $15,900.00 and $7,840.94. Councilor Vait moved, and Councilor Braaten seconded to adopt Resolution 35-07-23 approving the loan subordination. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Braaten, Malone, Vait, Warner, and Annis. Nay: none. Motion Carried.

C. Website update: Clerk Duncanson shared with the council the final design for the new website. Councilor Vait moved, and Councilor Malone seconded to approve the new website design. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Braaten, Malone, Vait, Warner, and Annis. Nay: none. Motion Carried.
D. Resolution 36-07-23 Law Enforcement Services: Chief Honsey shared with the council the Eagle Lake Police Department is needing to contract with an outside agency to conduct backgrounds for new officers. Their department is down to just the Chief and due to Post Board requirements, he is unable to do the background check because he is involved with the hiring of the officers. Chief Honsey is asking the council to approve the police commission the authority to set the rates and sign the contract with Eagle Lake. Councilor Malone moved, and Councilor Vait seconded to adopt Resolution 36-07-23 approving the law enforcement services. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Braaten, Malone, Vait, Warner, and Annis. Nay: none. Motion Carried.
Councilor Malone moved, and Councilor Braaten seconded to adjourn the meeting. All present voted in favor thereof. Motion carried. Mayor Annis adjourned the meeting at 4:43 p.m.
