A. Resolution 36-07-23 Draw Request #6: Holtmeier Construction has submitted draw request #6 in the amount of $44,792.82 for the 2022 Street & Utility Project. Councilor Malone moved, and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 36-07-23 approving Draw Request #6. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Malone, Vait, Warner, and Annis. Nay: none. Absent: Braaten. Motion Carried.
New Business
A. Resolution 37-07-23 Child Care Center Assessment: City Staff is recommending paying the 2022 street project assessment for the Mapleton Child Care Center. There are funds available in the Child Care Center fund for the $11,721.22 assessment and paying it off will save the city from paying interest. Councilor Vait moved, and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 37-07-23 approving paying off the street assessment. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Braaten, Malone, Vait, Warner, and Annis. Nay: none. Motion Carried.
B. Resolution 38-07-23 Ditch 57 Assessment: City Staff is recommending paying the 2012 assessment for the Drainage of Storm Waters Co. Ditch 57. There are funds available in the general reserve fund for the $19,691.46 assessment and paying it off will save the city from paying interest. Councilor Malone moved, and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 38-07-23 approving paying off the assessment. Roll Call Vote: Aye: Braaten, Malone, Vait, Warner, and Annis. Nay: none. Motion Carried.
C. Memo: City Staff is recommending switch phone and internet services from Consolidated Communications to Midcontinent Communications. There will be a cost savings, improved internet speeds and updated phone options. Mayor Annis questioned if staff had negotiated with Consolidated Communications to get better prices and mentioned that they are in town installing fiber lines. He also suggested Councilor Vait look at what the city has to make sure that we have everything we need.
